Saturday, March 8 ð Bush Honeysuckle removal in Frick Park (Time: 9 ð 11:30 AM) 
Volunteers will work with PPC staff to remove non-native Bush Honeysuckle plants and re-
establish native dogwoods adjacent to the Nine Mile Run restoration area.  Meet: Lower Frick 
Park Parking Lot (off of Hutchinson Ave, Regent Square), Frick Park  
 
Saturday, March 29 ð Erosion Control in Schenley Park 
Volunteers will work with PPC staff in the headwater portion of the Panther Hollow stream 
valley to stabilize hillsides with cross slope trenches and jute netting.  Meet: Bartlett Shelter, 
Schenley Park  
 
Saturday, April 5 ð Seasonal Pools Hill work in Highland Park 
Volunteers will work with PPC staff to remove invasive species, touch up deer exclosures, and 
remove litter from the Seasonal Pools on Washington Blvd.  Meet: Police Parking Lot, 
Washington Blvd, Highland Park  
 
Saturday, April 19 ðChapel Shelter and Snyderõs Point Day, Riverview Park 

Work with the Riverview Park Alliance in celebration of Earth Day.  Volunteers will 
work with PPC staff to finish work around the Chapel Shelter.  This work could 
include, invasive non native plant removal, planting native trees and shrubs and 
possibly touching up existing deer exclosures.  Meet: Chapel Shelter, Riverview Park  
 
Saturday, April 26 ð Garlic Mustard sweep through Schenley Park 
Volunteers will work in groups to sweep through the park, picking as much Garlic Mustard as 
possible, disposing of it in bags or compost piles.  Meet: Bartlett Shelter, Schenley Park 
 
Saturday, May 17 ð Pool meadow and Anderson Steps work in Schenley Park  

Volunteers will work in the new Pool Meadow and rehabilitate the landscape around 
the Anderson Steps.  Meet: Anderson Playground, Schenley Park 
 
Saturday, June 28 ð Garlic Mustard Seed Collection  
In partnership with Steel City Biofuels and PPC, volunteers will harvest mature Garlic Mustard 
plants so that the seeds can be processed and turned into BioDiesel.  Meet at the Elm Grove 

Shelter by following Stanton Ave into Highland Park .  The shelter is on the right.  The seed 
processing component of this event will take place at Construction Junction on July 12.  
Volunteers are encouraged to attend this portion of the event to witness the processing of GM 
seeds into fuel.    
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
